Rules and Regulations 
1. This is a BCHSA Pointed Show and is 

operated in accordance with the current 
rules of the BCHSA All stallions are barred 
from the show grounds. 

2. Proper riding attire is required.  All riders are 
required to wear approved headgear at all 
times when mounted. Junior Riders are 
required to wear ASTM/SEI approved 
helmet with a harness properly attached 

3. Show management reserves the right to 
combine, divide, or cancel classes and to 
change rings if necessary in the best interest 
of the show. 

4. All entries must have proof of a negative 
coggins, dated within 12 months of the show 
date.   

5. All ponies must have a measurement card.  
A Steward will be available for measuring on 
the day of the show. 

6. The decision of the judge is final. 
7. NO Dogs on the show grounds PLEASE. 

(resident dogs only) 
8. A Junior Rider is a rider under 18 years of 

age as of December 1 of the previous show 
year. 

9. Al l Entries will be judged on soundness 
upon entering the ring. 

10. All Hunter divisions are to be judged on 
performance, manners suitability and 
soundness. 

11. Cross entering is permitted where eligible. 
12. Three entries are required to fill a 

performance class.  Four entries are 
required for a BCHSA medal class. 

13. Schooling will be allowed weather 
permitting. 

14. BCHSA, Tranquillity Manor Farms and the 
Show committee will assume no 
responsibility for any accident or injury  
which may occur to any horse, person, 
equipment or vehicle. 

15. An EMT will be on the premises at 8:00 am- 
until the conclusion of the show. 

16. Mini Stirrup will be split at 14 entries or more 
and Short Stirrup will be split at 19 entries.  

 
We will not hold classes for 

trainer conflicts. 
 

 
Equitation Divisions 

 
Pony Lead Line 
Open to riders 7 years of age and under as 
of December 1 of the previous show year.  
Riders in this division may not cross enter 
into any other divisions.  Mounts not to 
exceed 13.2 hands. 
 Lead Line – to be shown at walk 
on loose shank. 
 Lead Line Walk – to be shown at 
a walk both ways of ring at a walk. 
 
Mini Short Stirrup 
Open to riders 10 years of age and under as 
of December 1.  Mounts not to exceed 14.2 
Riders may not cross enter into any other 
division. 
 
Short Stirrup 
Open to riders 10 years of age and under as 
of December 1 of the previous show year.  
Mounts not to exceed 14.2 hands.  Riders 
may not cross enter into any other division 
except Short Stirrup Hunter.  Fences 18”. 
 
Long Stirrup 
Open to riders 11 years of age and over as 
of December 1 of the previous show year.  
Riders may not show in any other  division.  
Fences 18”. 
 
Equitation 13 and Under 
Open to all riders 13 years and under as of 
December 1 of the previous show year.  
Fences 2’ and 2’6”, rider’s choice. 
 
Equitation 14-17 
Open to riders who have reached their 14th 
birthday but not their 18th birthday as of 
December 1 of the previous show year.  
Fences 2’6” & 3’. 
 
BCHSA Junior Medal 
Open to all BCHSA junior members  - to be 
judged as an equitation class.  Fences 2’3”, 
2’6” and 3’, rider’s choice. 
 
 
BCHSA Adult Medal - Open to all BCHSA 
senior members who are eligible to hold an 
AHSA Amateur card – to be judged as an 
equitation class.  Fences 2’6” and 3’. 
 
 
 

 
Pleasure Division 

 
Small-Medium Pleasure Pony - Open to 
ponies 13.2 hands and under ridden by 
juniors.  Ponies showing in this division may 
not compete in any division where fences 
are 2’3” or higher for small ponies and 2’6” 
or higher for medium ponies, except 
equitation.  No martingales.  Fences 2’. 
 
Large Pleasure Pony - Open to ponies 
over 13.2 hands but not exceeding 14.2 
hands, ridden by a junior.  Ponies showing 
in this division may not compete in any 
division where fences are 2’9” or higher, 
except equitation. No martingales. Fences 
2’  
 
Pleasure Horse - Open to Horses.  Horses 
showing in this division may not compete in 
any division where fences are 3’ or higher, 
except equitation. No martingales. Fences 
2’6”. 
 

 
Hunter Divisions 

 
Short Stirrup Hunter - Open to riders 10 
years of age and under as of December 1 of 
the previous show year.  Mounts not to 
exceed 14.2 hands.  Riders may not cross 
enter into any other division except Short 
Stirrup Equitation.  Fences 18”. 
 
Low Small/Medium Pony Hunter - Open to 
ponies 13.2 hands and under, ponies to be 
ridden by a junior.  Fences 2’. 
 
Low Large Pony Hunter 
Open to ponies over 13.2 but not exceeding 
14.2 hands.  ponies to be ridden by a junior.  
Fences 2’6”. 
 
Small Pony Hunter – Open to ponies 12.2 
hands and under, not showing in pleasure 
pony.  Ponies to be ridden by a junior.  
Fences 2’3”. 
 
Medium Pony Hunter – Open to ponies  
over 12.2 – 13.2 hands, not showing in 
pleasure pony.  Ponies to be ridden by a 
junior.  Fences 2’6”. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
Large Pony Hunter – Open to ponies over 
13.2 hands but not exceeding 14.2 hands, 
not showing in pleasure pony.  Ponies to be 
ridden by a junior.  Fences 2’9”. 
 
 
Low Hunter -Open to all horses.  Fences 
2’6”. 
 
Children Hunter – Open to horses ridden by 
a junior.  Rider may not compete in any other 
division where fences exceed 2’9” except 
Medal and Equitation divisions.  Fences 2’6”. 
 
Junior Hunter – Open to horses, must be 
ridden by a junior.  Fences 3’. 
 
Adult Amateur Hunter – Open to horses 
and adult riders eligible to hold an AHSA 
Amateur card.  Fences 3’. 
 
Green Hunter – Open to all horses in their 
first or second year of showing in any class 
that require horses to jump 3’ or higher.  
Fences 3’ first year, 3’3” second year. 
 
Open Hunter – Open to all horses except 
horses showing in pleasure.  Fences 3’. 
 
Working Hunter – Open to all horses.  
Fences 3’3”.
